2. Disconnect the wiring harness from air sensor in the 
air box lid. Unclip the air box lid and remove it and the 
factory air filter from the vehicle. The lower half of the 
factory air box is to remain in the vehicle.   

3. Install the  1/4”  Plug into the Airaid Intake Tube as 
shown.  

4. Slide the Couplers and Clamps onto the Intake tube as 
shown. Apply the Airaid Bubble Decal onto the Intake 
Tube as shown. 

5. Install the Airaid Intake Tube onto the factory turbo 
plumbing and tighten the Clamps.  

6. Assemble the Front and Rear Panels as shown with the 
tabs on the outside of the assembly. Use the four 6-32 
Button Head Screws, #6 Flat Washers , and #6 Kep Nuts 
to secure the assembly. Apply the Airaid Foil Decal onto 
the Panel as shown. 

8. Insert the 8-32 Button Head Screw into the Sensor 
Retainer with the #8 Flat Washer on the opposite side.  

7. Transfer the air temp sensor from the OEM airbox 
into the Airaid Sensor Tube as shown with the locking 
tab aimed at the threaded insert.  

9. Install the Sensor Retainer with Washer and Screw on 
to the Sensor Tube as shown.

garding fit or instructions that are not clear to you.  Your Airaid Intake 
System was carefully inspected and packaged.  Check that no parts are 
missing, or were damaged during shipping.  If any parts are missing, con-
tact Airaid.  The air filter element is protected from direct exposure to wa-
ter and debris; care should be taken not to drive through deep water. WA-
TER INGESTION IS THE DRIVERS RESPONSIBILITY!  The air filter 
is reusable and should be cleaned periodically. 

15. Install the Airaid Premium Filter onto the Sensor 
Tube and tighten the clamp.  

11. Mount the Sensor Tube onto the Panel Assembly 
and secure using the two 1/4-20 Button Head Screws 
and 1/4” Flat Washers.  

13. Install the Tube and Panel assembly onto the Airaid 
Intake Tube first, then insert the Panel tabs into the facto-
ry air box slots. Adjust the assembly until the OEM air 
box clips can positively engage the Panels and lock.  

 14. Tighten the Clamps on the Hump Hose, reconnect 
the MAF or MAP sensor and install the Weather Strip 
as shown, with the contour rolling away from the Filter 
area. 
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16. Double check your work. 
Make sure there is no foreign material in the intake path. 
Make sure all clamps, hoses, bolts, and screws are tight. 
Double check the hood clearance. 
Reconnect the negative battery cable. 

12. Slide the Hump Hose and Clamps onto the Sensor 
Tube a shown.

Synthamax Air Filters do not require oil.  
Service air filter as needed by cleaning with 
common non-petroleum all-purpose house-
hold cleaner and water.  Simple Green®, 
Formula 409® or equivalent works great.  
Apply cleaner to outside of air filter and 
allow to soak.  Then flush filter clean from 
the inside out with a garden hose and re-
peat steps if necessary.  Do not apply high 
pressure water or air to clean filter.  Allow 
filter to air dry and reinstall.

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10. Install the Meter Cap and Gasket  onto the Airaid 
Intake tube as shown, using the two 8-32 1/2" Button 
Head Screws.
