1. Disconnect negative battery cable.
A) Loosen hose clamp on throttle body.
B). Push green tab, and disconnect breather
hose at the factory intake tube.
C) Slide red tab, and disconnect the Mass Air
Flow sensor wiring harness.

2. Remove bolt that holds the factory airbox to the
fender. (Save bolt for later use in step #7).

3. Remove the complete intake system as an
assembly.

4. Make sure that you retain the factory grom-
mets in the inner fender from the bottom of the
factory airbox.

7. Install the air filter adapter (#5) into the
Cool Air Dam (#6) as shown, using 3 but-
ton head bolts (#8) and %" flat washers
(#9).
