3. Disconnect the breather hose, and two vacuum 4. With a 10mm socket, remove three bolts and

lines from the back of the intake tube. Remove the one nut from the throttle body. Slide the throttle
clip from the back of the intake tube that holds the body away from the intake manifold, and remove
wiring harness, these will all be re-connected later. the remaining stud.

Remove the intake tube from the vehicle.

6. Re-install the intake tube and tighten the hose
clamps. Re-connect the vacuum lines, wiring har-
ness clip, and breather hose. Re-install the bolt thru
the clamp on the air conditioning hose into the in-
take tube. Re-install the beauty cover and nuts.
Re-connect the negative battery cable!

5. Install the Poweraid spacer (#1) next to the intake
manifold, and the fiber gasket (#4) next to the throt-
tle body. Insert the four provided 6mm bolts (#2),
and washers (#3), and tighten in a cross pattern, to
the vehicle manufacture’s specifications.
