Install the hump hose end
onto the filter adapter first and then slip the
coupler end of the tube onto the aluminum

intake tube. Adjust for fit, and tighten the hose
clamps. (Note: There should be a gap in be-
tween the Airaid intake tube and the air filter
adapter.)

Make sure there is no foreign material in the intake path. Make sure all clamps, hoses, bolts, and
screws are tight.
