4. Assemble the two Quick Fit Panels (#4 & #5) as
shown using four 6-32 screws , flat washers, and Kep
Nuts. The panel tabs are to be on the outside of the
assembly.

7. Install the Air Meter Tube onto the Panel Assembly
and secure using the two 1/4-20 Button Head Bolts, and
1/4” Flat Washers.

5. Insert the MAP Plug into the Intake tube as shown.
Hint: Soapy water makes for a good lubricant when
inserting the Plug.
