	 Honda Civic - Remove bottom center screw from gauge cluster 
housing. Reinstall screw and supplied aluminum bracket (Fig. 2). 

3. 	Install gauges in new gauge bezel (gauges are press fit).
4. 	Install new gauge bezel using original screws in the top. 
5.	 Attatch bottom of bezel to aluminum bracket using supplied hard-

ware. (See figure 1 for Acura, or figure 2 for Honda)
6. 	Run gauge wiring out through the firewall.
