Apply a thin layer of grease to the copper contact ring on back
of hub. Note: When installing hub, make sure cancel pin on
column aligns with the notch on bottom of hub.

Note “top” marking on hub (2 vertical dimples to indicate
“Top”), and position hub onto shaft (Photo A).

Position column sleeve (with tapered edge towards you) and
slide down over hub (Photo A). Do not adjust or tighten at
this time.

Position steering wheel onto hub (carefully routing wires
thru hole on right side of wheel), and install shaft nut
(loosely) to hold assembly in position (Photo B).

Place horn button base with O-ring onto wheel and install
using the (3) three mounting screws (Photo B).

Tighten shaft nut and mounting screws. CAUTION: Do not over
tighten mounting screws; this will cause damage to the hub.

TORQUE REQUIREMENTS

Shaft nut: 25 / 30 ft. Ibs.
Mounting screws: 10 / 12 ft. Ibs.

Adjust column sleeve so there is a 1/16” to 1/8” gap between
column and bottom of sleeve and tighten set screw.

8) Connect wires to bottom of horn button and carefully push
horn button onto base over O-ring until the horn button is
flush with surface of wheel (Photo C). Note: If necessary, use
a light lubricant or slightly moisten the O-ring to ease
installation.

Do not ground horn button wires; this will cause a direct short.

CAUTION: Be careful not to pinch wires when installing horn button
onto base.

9) Reconnect battery and test operation of horn and turn signal
cancelling.

Steering Column

Beginning in 1966, some Ford vehicles have a small
(unused) stub protruding from the end of steering shaft.
To allow adequate clearance for GT 3 horn button, it will
be necessary to cut-off this portion of the shaft.

You can avoid cutting the stub portion off by using
GT Horn button riser # 11-0500 (sold separately) GT Installation Hub

After removing original wheel and prior to beginning
installation, follow the steps below to remove stub:

1) Position nut onto shaft and thread down just below

stub portion of shaft.

2) Shield column so no shavings get into the column.

3) Using a hacksaw, cut-off stub portion of shaft flush
with threaded portion of shaft.

4) Remove shaft nut and proceed with installation.
