INSTALLATION PROCEDURE — PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

LEFT SIDE

Disconnect the battery cable to avoid damage to the car’s electrical system.

Remove the stock exhaust manifold and spark plugs. Remove the clutch linkage.

Remove the oil filter and pressure sending unit.

Remove the bell crank and lower rod from the transmission locking device.

Starting from the bottom, work the header through the chassis and position in line with ports (be careful not to damage the
head sending unit).

Place gaskets into position. Start all bolts (most restricted first). Tighten all bolts evenly.

Replace clutch linkage, oil filter, pressure sending unit, and plugs.
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RIGHT SIDE

1. Remove the stock exhaust manifold and spark plugs. Remove the starter.

2. Remove the bolt from the motor mount. Jack up the motor (use a board between the pan and jack).

3. Starting from the bottom, work the header up through the chassis. Before you place into position, install the starter.

4. Lower the engine and replace the mount bolt.

5. Place gasket into position. Start all bolts (most restricted first). Tighten all bolts evenly. Replace the spark plugs.

6. To connect the headpipes to the collector, purchase Hooker Header Reducer Kit No. 11035HKR.

7. Connect the battery, start the engine, and check for leaks. Be sure all brake lines, fuel lines, and electrical wires have
sufficient clearance. Reroute, as necessary.

8. When finished, give your car a test drive checking carefully for any new noises. After several days driving, retighten all
bolts.
