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Gen III HEMI Coil Harnesses 

PN 558-310 or 558-311 
 

The coil harness plugs into a 558-106 or 558-107 HEMI main harness and interfaces to the stock coils. The 558-310 
harness is used to connect to the early waste-spark coils. These have secondary wires that cross the engine connecting 
each coil to a plug on the opposite bank. The 558-311 harness connects to the later coils that have both outputs going to 
a single cylinder. 
 
INSTALLATION: 
 

1) The coil harness plugs into the main junction point behind the engine on the main harness. 
 

2) The coil connectors are numbered according to the cylinders the coils correspond to. 
 

3) There are two connectors behind the #7 and #8 cylinders for ignition capacitors. The capacitors serve to make the 
ignition system function well while reducing the amount of RF (radio frequency) that is generated by the ignition 
system. While stock engines have them, if you have an engine that doesn’t have them you can purchase them at 
any Chrysler dealer or order them from various online sources. They bolt to the back of the head to complete the 
circuit through the mounting tab. It is recommended that the capacitors are used to seal the connector on the 
harness and reduce RF interference.
