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Disconnect the negative terminal from the vehicle battery.

Unclip & remove the intake pipe from the throttle housing. (Fig. 1)

Unclip & remove the breather hose from intake pipe. (Fig. 2)

Release the strap securing the air box assembly & carefully remove the complete air box
assembly from the vehicle. (Fig. 3&4)

Unbolt & remove the engine lift bracket that is secured to the cylinder head. (Fig. 5)
Secure the new mounting bracket to the lower threaded hole on the side of the cylinder
head using the hex head bolt & flat washer supplied. (Fig. 6)

Carefully expand the flexi cold air hose & feed the hose down to the lower spoiler. Taking
the necessary safety precautions as per manufacturers instructions raise the front of the
vehicle. Secure the cold air hose to the lower cross member / spoiler trim using a plastic tie
supplied. (Fig. 7)

Clip the edge trim seal to the outside edge of the heat shield as shown (trim any excess
seal). (Fig. 8)

Secure the heat shield to the mounting bracket using the bolt head bolts, nylock nuts &
washers supplied. (Fig. 9)

Pierce/drill two holes in the top of the flexi cold air hose to match the holes in the bottom of
the heat shield. Attach the flexi hose to the hole in the bottom of the heat shield using 2
plastic ties supplied. (Fig.10)

Assemble the plastic molded intake pipe, silicone hose, rubber filter adaptor & filter

using the hose clips supplied. (Fig.11)

Screw the plastic vent adaptor into the threaded hole in the side of the new intake pipe;.
Fit the breather hose to the threaded adaptor, fit the stepped vent adaptor into the breather
hose as shown (Fig.12&13)

Position the new intake pipe assembly to the throttle housing, fit the original breather hose
onto the sleeved vent adaptor on the intake pipe and secure using the #10 hose clamp
supplied. (Fig.14)

Secure the silicone adaptor hose / intake pipe assembly to the throttle housing using the
hose clip supplied. (Fig.15)

Fit the studded lid of the filter to the slotted hole in the front of the heat shield using

the plastic spacer supplied. Set the height of the filter on the slotted hole, then

secure using a nylock nut & washer supplied. (Fig.16)

Reconnect the negative terminal to the vehicle battery.

Carry out a final check of the height / alignment of the K&N induction system before starting
the engine. Installation is now complete. (Fig.17)
