Congratulations, you have purchased the finest custom air cleaner that money can buy. With proper care, this filter will last 1 million miles or more. 
This custom air cleaner replaces the stock air cleaner assembly.  The following procedure MUST be followed to ensure a proper fit and seal of the 
custom air cleaner. 

NOTE: FAILURE TO FOLLOW INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS AND NOT USING THE PROVIDED HARDWARE 
MAY DAMAGE THE THROTTLE BODY AND ENGINE.

TOOLS NEEDED:

1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative 
battery cable.

2. Remove the bolt that secures the bonnet to the 
filter assembly and then remove the bonnet from 
the vehicle.

3. Remove the three bolts that secure the air filter 
to the filter base and then remove the air filter 
along with the crankcase breather tubes.

4. Remove the two crankcase breather bolts 
shown.
NOTE: These bolts will be reused in a later 
step.

5. Remove the air filter base from the throttle body 
and unhook the wiring pig tail from the filter base.
NOTE: K&N Engineering, Inc. recommends that 
customers do not discard the factory air intake 
components.
NOTE: Unhook the wiring pigtail from the rear 
of the filter base. On non-US models, discon-
nect the intake valve solenoid.

6. Using the provided tie wrap, secure the wiring 
pig tail to the throttle body wiring harness.
NOTE: On non-US models, a by-pass module 
(sold separately) will need to be installed onto 
the pigtail to eliminate an engine management 
light from turning on. (non-US models only)

7. On models equipped with an EVAP vent line, cut 
out the provided template and place it on the filter 
base plate as shown. Mark the base plate for the 
½”ID drill hole.
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1. Start the engine with the transmission in neu-
tral. Listen for air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks 
secure hoses and connections. For odd noises, find 
cause and repair before proceeding. This kit will 
function identically to the factory system except for 
being louder and much more responsive.

2. Test ride the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or 
rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If road test is fine, you can now enjoy the added 
power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N Engineering Inc., suggests checking the air 
filter element periodically for excessive dirt build-up. 
When the element becomes covered in dirt (or once 
a year), service it according to the instructions on 
the Recharger® service kit, part number 99-5050 or 
99-5000.

ROAD TESTING:

17. It will be necessary for all K&N® custom air 
cleaners to be checked periodically for realignment, 
clearance and tightening of all connections. Failure 
to follow the above instructions or proper mainte-
nance may void warranty.

9. Install the venturi and three bolts provided into 
the filter base plate as shown.
NOTE: The bolts pass through the base plate 
and then the venturi on the back side.

10. Install the three provided spacers onto the base 
plate as shown.
NOTE: Place one drop of thread locker onto 
each bolt.

11. Install the two provided o-rings onto the base 
plate as shown.

12. Install the provided gasket onto the base plate 
as shown.

13. Install the base plate onto the throttle body and 
secure with the provided factory breather bolts and 
throttle body bolts.
NOTE: Due to manufacturer tolerances, it may 
be necessary to use one or two of the provided 
spacers so the base plate seats properly on 
the throttle body and cylinder heads. Place one 
drop of thread locker onto each bolt. On mod-
els equipped with a EVAP vent line, connect 
the EVAP line to the 90º hose mender using the 
provided vent hose. Trimming of the vent hose 
will be necessary.

14. Install the air filter onto the base plate and 
secure with the provided three bolts.
NOTE: Apply one drop of thread locker to each 
bolt.

15. Install the filter bonnet onto the air filter and 
secure with the factory bolt.

16. Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery cable. 
Double check to make sure everything is tight and 
properly positioned before starting the vehicle.

8. On models equipped with an EVAP vent line, 
drill a ½”ID hole in the base plate at the location 
marked in step #7. Then install the provided grom-
met and 90º hose mender as shown.
