1. Remove the stock air fi lter.
2. Remove the stock o-ring where the air fi lter seals. (Fig. 1)
 NOTE: Do not remove the o-ring for the air box lid otherwise the air box will not seal correctly. (Fig. 2) 
3. Install the K&N® air fi lter. (Fig. 3)
4. Go around the perimeter of the K&N® air fi lter and make sure it is completely seated in the o-ring groove.
5. Reinstall the air box lid and tighten the stock screws.
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
