Congratulations, you have purchased the finest air filter that money can buy. With proper care, this filter will last 1 million 
miles or more. This filter can be used in a stock machine, with no modifications required. If any engine modifications have 
been made tuning/jetting adjustments may be required. There are special installation instructions, so please follow the 
procedures outlined below to ensure the K&N® air filter seals properly.
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Slack removed BEFORE 
tightening 4 full turns

1. Remove the stock filter from air box.
2. Clean any dirt or debris inside of the air box.
3. Remove the stock wing bolt from the stock filter, this will be used on the K&N® air filter.
4. Insert the stock wing bolt and washers.
 NOTE: Make sure the large washer is used on the K&N® air filter. (Fig. 1)
5. Insert the K&N® air filter into the air box and begin to tighten the wing bolt
6. Do not tighten completely. Move the filter around a bit to ensure it is sealed properly. Once seated, tighten the wing 
 bolt until all slack is removed from the bolt and the top of the air filter. With the slack removed, turn the stock wing bolt 
 4 complete revolutions. (Fig. 2)

NOTE: Ensure the air filter is tight against the backing plate. Try moving the air filter around, if the filter 
moves after 4 turns continue to tighten wing bolt ½ turn at a time until the air filter is tight. Use caution, 
over tightening can cause damage to the air filter
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
