STEP 1(CONT)

Before installation insure that the steering wheel is centered and measure the
distance between the front tires, using the same grooves in the tread on each
tire as a reference point. If vehicle is lowered then you're going to need to lift
the front end to the stock ride height using a floor jack and also measure the
angle of the tie rods before removal using an Angle Finder as a rough starting
point. Once you have both angles you can lower the vehicle to normal ride
height and begin the installation.
